Final Exam (Writing)  (Second Semester, 2004)

The instructions will be given orally, and reinforced in written form, when needed.

I.  (20 points)  The students will be asked to “free-write” (writing nonstop for a limited period) for ten minutes to explore this level of freedom, but being as careful as possible with grammar, structure and spelling.

II.  (30 points)  Based on the textbook, Success In Advanced English Writing (Chapters 17, 18, 19 and 20) and homework practice, the students will be asked to:

write (as the CEO) an informal memo about an upcoming, company picnic (15 points);

write a reference letter for himself/herself and in the third person 
(15 points).
III.  (20 points)  As a follow-up to the reference letter and resume process (generated as homework), the students will be asked to answer/address one of the following interview questions/statements (discussed in class) in paragraph form:
In what way do you think you can contribute to our company?

What are your short- and long-term goals?

What motivates you?

What skills and abilities do you have?

Tell us about a difficult situation that you encountered and how you resolved it.

Tell us about yourself.

IV.  (15 points)  Based on useful dictation questions utilized in the classroom and as a part of their homework practice, the students will be asked to put one of the following questions into context, and expand on the situation in paragraph form:
Have you ever seen such a thing?

This is getting a little old, don’t you think?

Better late than never, right?

Do you get what I mean?

How can I reward you for all your help?

What’s your prescription for a happy marriage?

How do you resist such temptations?

What’s your hunch?    

V.  (15 points)  Based on useful expressions (FYI) discussed on the board in the classroom and as a part of their homework practice, the students will be asked to define one of the following expressions, then use it in paragraph form:
“to put it mildly”

“in the middle of something”

“stomping ground”

“pull some strings”

“spit it out”

“speak the same language”

“soft touch”  
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
