Mid-term Exam (Writing) (Second Semester, 2004)

This test will be given orally, and reinforced in written form, when needed.
I.  Free-write (write nonstop for a limited period) for ten minutes to explore this level of freedom.  Be careful with grammar, structure and spelling. (10 points)

II. Based on the textbook, Success In Advanced English Writing and homework practice: 

A.  (Chapter 15) Write to analyze a particular topic of your choosing.  Be careful with grammar, structure and spelling. (15 points)

B.  (Chapter 16) Write to evaluate a particular topic of your choosing.  Be careful with grammar, structure and spelling. (15 points)   

III.  Based on the dictation questions utilized periodically in the classroom and as a part of homework practice, put the following questions into context, and expand on the situations in prose form (paragraph).  Be careful with grammar, structure and spelling:  

A.  What are you in the mood for? (10 points)

B.   Why is their relationship failing? (10 points)

IV.  Based on the expressions discussed periodically on the board in the classroom and as a part of homework practice, define the following expressions, then use them in prose form (paragraph).  Be careful with grammar, structure and spelling:  

A.  “the scoop” (10 points)

B.   “rings a bell” (10 points)

V.  Based on TEM 4 practice in the classroom, write a composition about “failure and success”.  Follow TEM 4 requirements by structuring your composition in three parts:  state your viewpoint;  give reasons to support your viewpoint;  and bring what you have written to a natural conclusion with a summary or a suggestion. (20 points)
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
